Similarly, you will be expected to
follow and put into practice the input of the director and musical director as appropriate to the production and rehearsals.

This module is designed to develop your practice and to challenge you creatively through the demands and rigour of
rehearsing a full-scale book musical. You will be expected to demonstrate professionalism, discipline and a methodical
approach to developing your rehearsal and performance skills. The selection of material for this production module is
determined by the range, skills and dynamics of your group. You will be assigned a performance role and will engage with in-
depth study and practical work on script, score and choreography according to the style and aesthetics of the selected piece.

As a collaborative production module, you are required to maintain professional conduct; measurements of such conduct will
include reliable attendance, punctual arrival at rehearsals, high levels of concentration within sessions and a willingness to
take direction from others.
